Project is required to bring the plant into compliance with new discharge
standards detailed in the Central Coast Regional Water Quality Control
Board Order No. 01-87; and

WHEREAS, the City of Lompoc, as sole and exclusive owner of the
LRWRP, is the lead agency for all plant improvements and Vandenberg
Village Community Services District (VVCSD) is contractually obligated to
pay 16.18 percent of the costs associated with the upgrade project; and

WHEREAS, the VVCSD Board of Directors accepted the LRWRP Upgrade
Project at their regular meeting on May 10, 2005; and

WHEREAS, as lead agency, a Mitigated Negative Declaration (MND) /
CEQA-plus (California Environmental Quality Act - Plus) document was
prepared by the City of Lompoc, pursuant to the California Environmental
Quality Act (CEQA); and

WHEREAS, the MND was circulated to the State Clearinghouse and was
assigned State Clearinghouse (SCH) Number 200603103; and

WHEREAS, the CEQA-plus document was developed pursuant to the
terms of an agreement between the State Water Resources Control Board
and the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency regarding National
Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) compliance; and

WHEREAS, the City of Lompoc City Council adopted the Mitigated
Negative Declaration (Resolution No. 5328(06)) on May 2, 2006.
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that Board of Directors of the
Vandenberg Village Community Services District accepts the City of
Lompoc’'s CEQA findings including the Mitigation Measures detailed
therein.

SUBJECT: Belluz Claim

Recommendation: Approve a $316.00 claim from Mr. Greg Belluz for
investigating sewer blockage at his home.

Policy Issues:

. California Government Code §911.6 requires boards of local public
entities to grant or deny claims within 45 days of receipt.

District Ordinance 23-00, Rule 17 governs Wastewater service and
states the following:

The customer is responsible for maintaining the sewer lateral to the
main.

The District is responsible for the repair of service laterals within the
public right of way for broken lines, joint separations, or line
replacement.

Resource Impacts: $316.00

Alternatives Considered:
« Approve the claim for a reduced amount.
« Deny the claim.

Discussion: On July 8 Mr. Belluz contacted Plumb Perfect Plumbing to
clear blockage in his sewer line. After clearing the lateral, Plumb Perfect
ran a camera through it and discovered there was a significant dip,
containing standing water, in the portion underneath the street in the public
right of way.
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On July 10 the District’s field crew cut into the asphalt pavement in front of
the Belluz residence at 4466 Titan Avenue and uncovered a 10-foot section
of the lateral that had sagged. This sag allowed sewage to collect and
eventually block the line. The field crew removed the section and installed
two new, properly aligned 5-foot sections of SDR 35 PVC sewer pipe.

Staff recommends reimbursing Mr. Belluz for two plumbing bills totaling
$316.00 since they were due to—and identified—a problem that the District
had responsibility to repair.
