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Superintendent, Susan Halpin, and Ron Stassi, Utility Director
to review wastewater metering and testing.

D. General Manager

The General Manager reported Cindy Allen and staff have
continued caring and feeding the Integrated Regional Water
Management Plan (RWMP) grant application. Considerable
information and detail has been provided to CH2MHill, the
consultant assembling the application. Project proponents will
have one final review of the draft application January 14-17
before it is finalized and submitted to the Department of Water
Resources (DWR) by the January 28 dead line. WCSD's
request is for $3,920,000 of the $25 million total.

Director Brooks and General Manager Barget met with Mary
Meyer, the Department of Fish & Game (DF&G) point of contact
for the Burton Mesa Ecological Reserve (BMER), to make an
informal inquiry into the possibility of using approximately five
acres of land in the vicinity of the water plant for solar power
generation. Mary explained that the State Lands Commission
(SLC) owns the land and would make that decision. DF&G is
leasing the land for a 49-year term. Mary will discuss the
District's inquiry with a contact at SLC.

The Association of California Water Agencies I Joint Powers
Insurance Agency (ACWAlJPIA) issued the District a
retroactive premium adjustment refund check for $11,416.20 for
policy year 2003-04. This was a reflection of lower-than­
expected accidents/claims and is the largest amount received
by the District.

The General Manager recently approved monetary incentive
awards for seven employees totaling $2,250. It exceeded the
$1,000 in this year's budget; however; their performances
merited recognition and the District has been substantially
under budget in this area for the previous six years.
