| believe the existing application of wastewater charges is unfair. The charge is the same for a family
of one or two as for a family of six, but it is hardly proportional to the amount of wastewater generated.

Since it is impractical to meter the wastewater stream from each residence, | propose that the
wastewater processing charges for residences be proportional to the metered water usage.

It may be argued that some of the metered water does not enter the wastewater stream, such as that
used for lawn sprinklers or car washing, but | would then argue that a great deal of unmetered liquid
does enter the wastewater stream, such as bottled water, soda, beer, milk, and other beverages.

Some method of determining wastewater rates must be devised that bills each contributor to the
wastewater stream an amount that closely matches the proportional burden placed on the treatment
plant. To do otherwise is to reguire single residents and couples to subsidize large families.

I built my home here in 1977 and have been paying high VVCSD rates ever since
and now you are telling me my rates are going higher. If I must pay higher rates,
please start our own district. The majority of my water ase is for the landscape on
my property. Attached please see a copy of my obscene last bill. My water use is low
because of the recent rains but something is really wrong with our system when I
use THREE DOLLARS AND FORTY FIVE CENTS worth of water and am required
to pay $69.05S for it.

Verbally, [’ve been told we pay high rates in the Village because our sewerage has a lot
of salt content. If this is true then the district could significantly reduce the salt content of
our sewerage by providing customers who can demonstrate they are using commercial
water softener companies and not salt water softeners with a discount on their bill. Then,
pass the cost of these discounts on to the customers who can’t or choose not to produce
evidence that they are not using salt water softeners.
